The IA Team will be conducting a FULL IAVA scan in August 2004.  

As of the date of this warning order you have 83 days to work on getting your systems IAVA compliant and avoid having them blocked.  The best recommendation to prepare for this scan is to review the published IAVA’s which are located on ACERT’s website @ https://www.acert.belvoir.army.mil.


Additionally, for those of you who have Windows systems, it’s highly recommended that you run the Windows and Office update on those systems you’re authorized to do so.  We realize that some of your systems, for example DMS, require a special update package and therefore are not able to run windows updates on them.
PRE-SCAN INFORMATION:

The Pre-Scan will be conducted starting the week of 9 August 2004.

 

    
Results of the pre-scan will be sent to the DDOIM’s upon completion…NO IP will be blocked after the pre-scan has been conducted.  

Additionally, results will be sent to the Patchlink team for them to re-schedule the system to push patches to those systems that are still vulnerable.

OFFICAL SCAN INFORMATION:


The official scan will be conducted starting the week of 13 September 2004.   


Results will be sent to you upon completion, via the DDOIM and IP's that are NON-compliant will be blocked.

Please be aware that due to limited manning in the IA Team we may not be able to scan everyone that requests a scan prior to us performing our pre-scan.
